There are numerous ways you can use Google Translate to help support your EAL learners.
Over 100 languages are supported and it can be particularly useful with those children who are 'new to
English' and are therefore more heavily reliant on their first language. The translations might not always
be perfect, but they can be better than nothing. Usually translations can either be read or spoken, if the

speaker icon is available, which can be useful if the child is not literate in first language.

Google Translate is improving all the time and can be a useful tool to support inclusion in the classroom.
